All Muslims have a duty to make a
pilgrimage (journey) to their holy city,
Makkah, at least once in their life.

Men who go must wear an ihram which is
made up of two sheets that must not be
sewn together.

Pillar 2: Salah

This pillar is prayer. Muslims pray five times
a day and follow a special ritual to do so.
First, they must wash in symbolically clean
water. They also use prayer mats and face
in the direction of the holy city, Makkah.

Pillar 3: Zakat
