Brahman  The main spirit which is represented in 

different forms 

Vedas  A holy book that contains scriptures (important 

stories).

everyone, called Atman.  

• Hindus believe in reincarnation- a belief that a 

person’s soul can live many lifetimes.   

• Hindus celebrate Diwali- a festival of light
