As we approach the end of our first week, I thought I would write to keep in contact and let you know all the 

staff at Queensway are thinking of you and your family. It has been a very strange experience in school this 

week: we started on Monday with 25 children, but this decreased to 9 by Friday. Obviously this is reflective of 

the Government’s plea for Key Workers to only send their child to school if absolutely essential, i.e. if other 

childcare arrangements can’t be sought. We have been trying to adhere to social distancing whilst in school, 

with children spending large parts of the day playing outside, with the exception of time we are setting aside 

for children to complete their home learning.  

 

Home Learning: Teachers will have posted next week’s home learning on the class blogs by midday 
today. We have been contacted by some families asking for teachers to contact them directly and provide 
more work for their child. This is not possible. Once you have worked through the weekly work plans then 
please refer to the recommended websites. We will endeavor to set work which does not require printing.
